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General rules

1. Joint-stock commercial bank "Uzbekistan Industrial-Construction Bank"
(hereinafter referred to as "the Bank") in its activities complies with the Civil Code of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, "On Joint-Stock Companies and Protection of Shareholders'
Rights", "On the Central Bank of the Republic of Uzbekistan", "Banks and "On banking
activity" laws and other regulatory legal documents, as well as the Corporate Governance
Code and this Charter.

2. The bank 1s a joint-stock company established without time limit, which has
separate property in its own property, is liable for its obligations with this property, can
acquire and exercise property or personal immovable rights on its own behalf, and can
fulfill obligations, 1s a legal entity that can be a plaintiff and a defendant in court. The
bank's assets are accounted for in an independent balance sheet.

The bank will have the status of a legal entity from the moment of its state registration
in the Central Bank of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

Uzbek international bank "Uzprivatbank" was merged into the bank. In this regard,
the rights and obligations of "Uzprivatbank" are transferred to the Bank

and the Bank 1s the legal successor of "Uzprivatbank".

3. The bank 1s not responsible for the obligations of the state, and the state is not
responsible for the obligations of the bank, except when the bank or the state itself
assumes such obligations.

4. The bank 1s responsible for its obligations with all its assets.

Bank shareholders are not responsible for the Bank's obligations and bear the risk of
compensation for losses related to its activities within the value of their shares.

The bank 1s not responsible for the obligations of its shareholders.

If the bankruptcy of the Bank was caused by the illegal actions of a person acting as
a shareholder who has the right to give instructions that are binding for the Bank, in the
event that the Bank's assets are insufficient, this shareholder may be charged with
subsidiary liability for the Bank's obligations.

5. The bank has a round seal with its full name written in Uzbek, stamps and blanks
with its name and emblem (logo).

The i1dea of the bank's emblem includes three capital letters "O" in the name of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, "O" from the Uzbek Latin alphabet, Russian "U" and English
"U". This association reflects the international level of banking activity. The round shape
of the emblem means that the bank 1s always dynamic and united. The colors in the
emblem were an integral part of the industry: fire (red), water (blue) and metal (grey).

The brand name of the bank 1s the inscription SQB or SANOAT KURILISH BANK
with the emblem of the bank. This brand name 1s used in banking documents, advertising
products, building decorations and other applicable places.

6. The address ofthe bank 1s determined accordingto the place of its state registration.
The address of the bank's land, post office and its management bodies: 100000, Tashkent
city, Yunusabad district, Shahrisabz street, 3 house, Republic of Uzbekistan.

8. Residents who are legal entities and individuals, as well as non-residents can be
bank founders.

The state may become a bank founder and shareholder on behalf of other state
organizations based on the decisions of the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, as well as the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan. Enterprises and
organizations in which more than fifty percent of the authorized fund (authorized capital)
belong to the state cannot be bank founders and shareholders, unless otherwise provided by
law.

I1. Main directions and purpose of banking activity, banking operations

9. The main directions of the bank's activity:

accepting deposits from legal entities and individuals and using the received funds
for risky lending or investment;

making payments.

A bank 1s a commercial organization whose main goal 1s to make a profit, and is
independent in making decisions on the implementation of banking operations.

The bank 1s considered a universal bank and 1s part of the unified banking system of
the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The following are transactions concluded in the course of the Bank's day-to-day
business activities and are not subject to the rules on large transactions:

decisions and agreements on attracting credit lines and debt funds from foreign
financial institutions and foreign banks;

Agreements on attracting the lines of the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and funds and on the basis of the decisions of the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and the government, as part of the implementation of state programs, attracting
funds to the bank;

decisions and transactions on acceptance and sale of mortgaged and other properties
to the bank balance.

10. The Bank performs the following banking operations in accordance with the
license 1ssued by the Central Bank of the Republic of Uzbekistan:



attract funds to savings (deposits);

making payments, including without opening bank accounts;

opening and maintaining bank accounts of individuals and legal entities, including
bank representative accounts;

loans subject to their repayment, interest rate and term

to 1ssue on his own behalf at the expense of his own funds and funds raised;

operations with foreign currency in cash and non-cash forms;

trust management of property under a contract concluded with an individual or legal
entity;

provision of collection and cashier services;

to give guarantees and accept other obligations on behalf of third parties, implying
the fulfillment of their obligations;

obtaining the right to demand the fulfillment of obligations in the form of money
from third parties (factoring);

1ssuing, purchasing, selling securities, keeping their accounts and keeping them,
managing securities according to the contract concluded with the client, performing other
transactions with them;

purchase and sale of affiliated precious metals, including custody accounts of metals
and dispossessed (non-physical) accounts of metals;

purchase and sale of precious metal coins;

carrying out transactions with derivative financial instruments (derivatives);

renting out special buildings or safes inside them for storing documents or valuables;

implementation of leasing practices;

1ssuing loans in the forms provided for by law;

provision of advisory services related to financial transactions;

management of a set of assets (portfolio);

1ssuance, use and payment of electronic money;

1ssuing bank cards and processing payments, servicing bank cards jointly with other
organizations, including other financial institutions.

The bank also performs other financial operations in accordance with the legislation
on banks and banking activities.

The bank has no right to carry out financial transactions that are not specified in the
license granting the right to carry out banking activities.

The following are the most important tasks of the Bank in the process of
implementation of investment projects:

first of all, structural change of production in the basic sectors of the republic's
economy with own capital and attracted capital,

active participation in the processes of modernization, technical and technological
re-equipment, selection and implementation of promising and highly effective investment
projects;

providing project financing of production modernization, reconstruction, technical
and technological renewal programs in oil and gas, chemical, electric power, electrical
engineering and other leading industries;

attracting the necessary credit resources for joint financing of investment projects,
including the promotion of foreign investment and loans from international capital markets
and the wide use of syndicated loans.

11. According to the instructions of the Government of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
the Bank performs the tasks of financing centralized capital investments from the state



budget funds. The Bank can lend to state and social programs, including on a preferential
basis, based on appropriate guarantees, at the expense of resources provided by the Central
Bank or under the credit line of the Ministry of Finance.

II1. Rights and obligations of the bank. Regulation of banking activities

12. The Bank has the following rights:

The Bank is independent in making decisions related to the implementation of
financial operations, including;

independent determination of interest rates on deposits and loans based on the
agreement concluded with depositors and borrowers, taking into account the market
situation, in which the interest rates on loans i1ssued from the credit resources of the Central
Bank and the credit line of the Ministry of Finance take into account the fees paid for
centralized resources and the Bank's expenses 1s defined as;

independent determination and implementation of credit, investment, dividend,
emission, corporate governance and other policies;

attracting and placing each other's funds in the form of deposits and loans with other
banks on the basis of an agreement;

transfer (relinquish) claims (rights) of any amount on credit and other asset
transactions to other persons based on a contract of waiver of demand or the law, as well as
receive (have) claims (rights) of third parties on credit and other asset transactions;

settlement through established settlement centers and representative accounts;

independent determination of the amount of mediation for services provided to
clients in national and foreign currency;

creation of reserves and funds from the net profit remaining at the disposal of the
Bank after payment of all taxes and mandatory payments;

conclusion oftransactions and business contracts with other economic entities, which
are not prohibited by the law, necessary for conducting one's financial and economic
activities;

independent planning and organization of economic, financial and commercial
activities, independent determination of salary amount and system for Bank employees;

apply to the economic court with an application to initiate bankruptcy proceedings
of the debtor who does not fulfill his obligations to pay the debt;

attract and mutually place funds in the form of deposits and loans based on contracts
with other commercial banks, perform settlements through settlement centers and
representative accounts, and perform other financial operations provided for in the license;

certain types of services and operations provided by the bank may be transferred to
a third party based on the requirements established by the Central Bank for implementation
on the basis of a contract and on a continuous basis after obtaining permission from the
Central Bank (outsourcing).

13. In order to ensure financial stability and protect the interests of shareholders and
consumers of banking services, the bank has the following obligations:

In the field of application of leadership principles:

To ensure that the members of the Bank's Supervisory Board (hereinafter referred to
as "the Board") and management, as well as important employees, always comply with the
requirements of the legislation on banks and banking activities;

to agree with the Central Bank of the candidates for the membership of the board and
management and important staff positions before they take office;



Regarding measures to prevent corruption, rules of conduct of bank employees and
non-allowance of conflict of interests:

development and implementation of measures for the prevention of corruption, rules
of conduct, as well as policies for the prevention and elimination of conflicts of interest;

not to disclose the identity of a member of the bank's board, management, or
employee who reported suspicious activities, fraud or abuses related to the bank or a legal
entity under the bank's control;

In the field of prudential requirements and risk management:

n order to ensure its financial stability and to protect the interests of depositors and
creditors, to comply with prudential regulations related to the settlement procedure and
permissible amounts determined by the Central Bank for banks and banking groups;

in order to reduce the risk of losses on assets, to maintain sufficientcapital and liquid
resources, to form reserves against possible losses on assets based on the classification of
assets, as well as to ensure the diversification of its assets;

Fulfilling mandatory reserve requirements set by the Central Bank;

Fulfilling mandatory reserve requirements set by the Central Bank;

Compliance with the internal control and risk management system established by the
Central Bank, as well as with the requirements of the legislation on combating money
laundering, terrorist financing and the financing of proliferation of weapons of mass
destruction;

It 1s prohibited to enter into such contracts in cases where the contracts concluded by
the bank with persons related to the bank or with persons acting on behalf of such persons are
based on more favorable terms than the contracts provided for persons not related to the bank.

The bank may enter into transactions with its related parties only by decision of the
bank's supervisory board, taking into account legal requirements.

The bank maintains a separate list of transactions concluded with persons related to it
and informs the Central Bank before entering into transactions with persons related to the bank.

The Bank discloses information about its services in accordance with the procedure
established by law.

14. The Bank does not have the right to:

To engage in other activities that are not directly related to the implementation of
production, trade, insurance activities and financial transactions stipulated by the legislation on
banks and banking activities (except for the cases provided for in the second part of Article 7
of the Law "On Banks and Banking Activities") ;

to give loans in return for pledging their shares;

to purchase own shares without prior approval of the Central Bank (the amount of own
shares to be purchased by the Bank cannot exceed ten percent of the authorized capital of the
bank).

The bank submits an application to the Central Bank for the initial permission to
purchase its shares and the decision of the general meeting of shareholders of the bank,
indicating the reasons for the purchase of its shares.

To distribute profits by paying dividends to shareholders, as well as rewardingmembers
of the bank's supervisory board, management, and employees, or to distribute profits without
obtaining the prior approval of the Central Bank in the cases specified in paragraph 41 of this
charter.

Authorized capital of the bank

15. The Bank's equity capital consistsof authorized capital, additional and reserve funds,
undistributed profit and other funds generated from profit.



16. The authorized capital of the bankis formed in the national currency of the Republic
of Uzbekistan and consists of funds contributed by the founders and shareholders of the bank
or state securities, except for the following cases:

placing bank shares amongthe bank's creditors and paying them by taking into account
any rights (claims) of the bank in terms of monetary obligations to creditors;

exchange of securities for bank shares;

exchange of one type of bank shares for another type of shares of this bank.

It 1s not allowed to use loan, pledged funds, as well as other pledged funds to form the
authorized capital of the bank.

16.1. The authorized capital of the bank (the number of issued shares) is
4,634,513,904,398 (four trillion six hundred and thirty -four billion five hundred thirteen
million nine hundred four thousand three hundred and ninety -eight) soums, and 1t 1s divided
into the following shares:

total value 1s 4.627.483.904.398 (four trillion six hundred twenty seven billion four
hundred eighty three million nine hundred four thousand three hundred ninety eight) soums
243.551.784.442 (two hundred forty three billion five hundred fifty one million seven
hundred eighty four thousand four hundred and forty-two) ordinary shares with the owner's
name written on them,;

370,000,000 (three hundred and seventy million) preferred shares with a total value
of 7,030,000,000 (seven billion and thirty million) soums in the name of the owner."

16.2. In order to increase the charter capital, the total number of announced
(additional) ordinary shares that the Bank can issue 1s 142,345,923,427 (one hundred forty
two billion three hundred forty five million nine hundred twenty three thousand four
hundred twenty seven) units.

17. The increase of the authorized capital of the bank is carried out only by issuing
and placing additional shares.

Decisions to increase the authorized capital of the bank by placing additional shares
and to make relevant amendments to the Charter may be adopted by the Bank Council.

The increase of the authorized capital of the bank is registered in the amount of the
nominal value of the additional shares placed. In this case, the number of announced shares
of'a certaintype specified inthe Bank's charter must be reduced by the number of additional
shares of this type placed.

18. The authorized capital of the Bank may be reduced by reducingthe nominal value
of shares or by reducing their total number, including by acquiring shares by the Bank with
subsequent cancellation of a part of the shares. The general meeting of shareholders shall
adopt the decision to reduce the authorized capital and introduce relevant amendments to
the Charter after agreement with the Central Bank of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The bank does not have the right to reduce its authorized capital from the minimum
amount of the authorized capital of banks specified in the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan "On Banks and Banking Activities".

18.1. In order to purchase its shares, the bank must obtain the preliminary permission
of the Central Bank. The amount of own shares purchased by the bank cannot exceed ten
percent of the authorized capital of the bank. The bank submits an applicationtothe Central
Bank for the initial permission to purchase its shares and the decision of the general meeting
of shareholders of the bank, indicating the reasons for the purchase of its shares.

18.2. New nominal value of shares, share price when reducing the authorized capital
by reducing the nominal value of shares



and the form and term of returning the difference between its new nominal value to
the shareholders shall be determined by the decision of the General Meeting of
Shareholders.

18.3. Acquisition of shares (return of the difference between the share price and its
new value) 1s carried out within 10 (ten) days.

Acquisition of ordinary shares by the Bank (refund of the difference between the
share price and i1ts new value) 1s carried out at the market price, and preferred shares at the
price stipulated in the Bank's charter.

V. Funds and net assets of the bank

19. The value of the bank's net assets is defined as the difference between the total
amount of the bank's assets and liabilities according to accounting data.

20. If after the end of the financial year, according to the annual balance sheet of the
Bank submitted to the approval of the General Meeting of Shareholders or the results of the
audit, the value of the Bank's net assets 1s less than its authorized capital, the General
Meeting of Shareholders announces that the authorized capital of the Bank will be reduced
to an amount that does not exceed the value of its net assets.

21. If, after the end of the financial year, the value of the Bank's net assets is less
than the minimum amount of the authorized capital set by the Central Bank, according to
the annual balance sheet submitted for approval by the General Meeting of Shareholders or
the results of the audit, the General Meeting shall make a decision to liquidate the Bank.

22. Reserve Fund. The reserve fund is formed in the amount of not less than fifteen
percent of the authorized capital of the bank.

The reserve fund is formed by mandatory allocations of not less than five percent of
the net profit every year until it reaches the amount specified in the Bank's charter.

In the absence of other funds, the reserve fund of the Bank 1s intended to compensate
for the bank's losses, to withdraw the Bank's bonds from circulation, to pay dividends on
preferred shares and to buy back the bank's shares.

V. Shares and other securities of the bank

23. Bank shares are undocumented emission securities bearing the owner's name,
which are common and preferred according to their type.

Ordinary shares are voting shares, which give their owner the right to receive
dividends and participate in the management of the Bank.

Shares that give their owners the right to receive dividends as well as the funds
mvested in the shares in the event of liquidation of the Bank are preferred shares.

Preference shares in the amount 0of 370,000,000 (three hundred and seventy million)
units, which do not exceed 0.2% of the authorized capital of the Bank and have a total value
of 7,030,000,000 (seven billion thirty million) soums, are placed among individuals, as a
rule.

24. The nominal value of a bank share 1s 19 (nineteen) soums.

25. Bank shares are indivisible. If a bank share is owned by several persons on the
basis of common property rights, all these persons are recognized as one shareholder and
use the rights confirmed by the share through their common representative.

One type of share gives each shareholder who owns it the same amount of rights as
other owners of the same type of shares.



Shares are owned by any legal entity or individual on the basis of property right or
other material right, that legal entity or individual isrecognized as the owner of the share -
shareholder.

26. Until the fee for the share is fully paid, such share does not give the right to vote
and receive the dividend. Additional shares issued by the bank must be paid for during the
placement period specified in the decision on the issuance of these shares.

Payment for the purchase of shares and other securities of the bank 1s made only in
cash. It 1s not allowed to use the shareholder's loan, pledge and other funds raised for the
formation of the authorized capital of the Bank.

27. The rights to the shares shall be taken into account by the recipient of the shares
from the moment of the entry of the correspondingentry into his depository account and
confirmed by the extract from the depository account issued by the securities depository
and the investment intermediary in accordance with the procedure established by the
legislation.

The rights confirmed by the share are transferred to their recipient from the moment
of the transfer of the rights to this security.

28. The bank has the right to issue and place corporate bonds and other securities in
accordance with the legislation and this Charter.

The decision to 1ssue corporate bonds by the bank, including corporate bonds
convertible into shares, 1s made by the Bank Council.

29. Open or closed subscription methods of placement of shares and securities
convertible into shares by the bank shall be determined by the decision on their issuance.

The price of placement of bank shares, includingthe decision on placement among
shareholders (1ssuance to organized securities trading), is determined by the Bank Council,
based on the price situation arising on the trading platforms of the organizers of securities
trading.

During the placement of additional shares and other securities of the bank, payment
for them 1s carried out at the price specified in the decision on their issue (issuance).

The value of bank shares and other securities is expressed in the national currency
of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

30. The following restrictions are imposed on the purchase of bank shares:

Individuals and legal entities or "persons acting jointly", including non-residents, as
a result of one or more transactions in the authorized capital of the bank:

five and more percent, but not more than twenty percent;

twenty and more percent, but not more than fifty percent;

before directly or indirectly acquiring a share of fifty percent or more, it 1s necessary
to obtain the preliminary permission of the Central Bank.

The direct or indirect owner of decisive ownership, including the last beneficial
owner, must notify the Central Bank and the bank in writing, including electronically, in
the following cases:

when the transaction for which the initial permission to acquire bank shares is
obtained 1s carried out;

when the share of shares specified in the first part of this clause increases;

when, as a result of making a decision to transfer or reduce the decisive ownership
in the authorized capital ofthe bank, the decisive ownership becomesless than fifty percent,
twenty percent, or five percent, respectively;

when the amount of bank shares specified in the first part of this clause 1s acquired
by a person in circumstances beyond his control.



The total share of non-resident individuals and legal entities that are not international
financial institutions, foreign banks and other credit organizations should not exceed fifty
percent of the bank's authorized capital.

31. Transactions on the purchase of Bank shares by non-residents of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and more than fifty percent of shares (participant contributions) owned, used
and (or) managed by non-residents of the Republic of Uzbekistan - legal entities are carried
out in accordance with the law.

32. Purchase of Bank shares by foreign banks is carried out in accordance with the
procedure established by law.

The following persons cannot be shareholders of the Bank:

non-resident individuals and legal entities registered in such a country, their
shareholders (participants) and ultimate beneficial owners, who live in a country and
territory that provides a preferential tax regime and (or) does not provide for the disclosure
of the identity of the ultimate beneficial owner and the provision of information when
conducting financial transactions;

state authorities, local government bodies, public associations, social funds, non-
budget funds, budgetary institutions and organizations, unless otherwise provided by law.

33. Increase of the authorized capital of the Bank at the expense of contributions of
non-residents, as well as the sale of Bank shares or the granting of the right to preferential
purchase of outstanding shares and Bank shares by resident shareholders in favor of non-
residents shall be carried out in accordance with the law.

V. Distribution of the bank's profits and payment of dividends

34. The profit of the bank consists of income from all types of banking activities,
deducting the reserve for possible losses on operating expenses, material and equivalent
expenses, as well as assets.

35. The Bank has full economic independence in the distribution of its net profit.

After paying taxes to the budget and making allocations to the funds, the remaining
profit will be used in the manner determined by the general meeting of the Bank's
Shareholders. The net profit of the bank 1s distributed according to the decision of the
general meeting of shareholders. Funds from the bank's net profit can be allocated to
reserve funds, pay dividends and other purposes.

Undistributed profit can be directed to the increase of the authorized capital by the
decision of the general meeting of shareholders.

36. Dividend is a part of the company's net profit distributed among shareholders.

Dividends are paid from the net profitremaining at the Bank's disposal and/or from
the undistributed profit of previous years. Dividends on preferred shares can be paid out of
the Bank's specially designated funds. The dividend is distributed among shareholdersin
proportion to the number and type of shares owned by them.

37. The decision on the payment of dividends for each type of shares, the amount
of the dividend, the form and procedure of its payment shall be made by the General
Meeting of Shareholders based on the recommendation of the Bank Council, the auditor's
opinion on the reliability of the financial report, based on the information of the financial
report.

The amount of dividends cannot be more than the amount recommended by the
Bank Council.



The decisionto pay dividends based on the results of the first quarter, half year
and nine months of the bank's financial year can be taken within three months after the end
of the relevant period.

The term and procedure for paying dividends is determined by the decision of the
general meeting of shareholders. The period of payment of dividends should not be later
than 60 (sixty) days from the date of such decision. The date on which the dividend
payment starts and ends is indicated in the decision on dividend payment.

The personsregistered in the Register of Bank Shareholders formed for holding
the General Meeting of Shareholders, where a decision was made to pay dividends to the
Bank's shareholders, will have the right to receive dividends on shares.

38. Dividends are paid first on preferred shares and then on common shares.

Preferred shares are at least 10 (ten) percentage points higher than the amount of
dividend determined for ordinary shares, butregardless of whether the Bank makes a profit,
it gives the right to receive a dividend of not less than 20 (twenty) percent of the nominal
value of the share. For the payment of dividends on preferred shares, a separate item 1s
allocated in the general reserve fund. The liquidation value of the preferred share (paid
upon liquidation of the Bank) 1s 100 (one hundred) percent of its nominal value.

39. The general meeting of shareholders has therightto decide notto pay dividends
on certain types of shares, as well as to pay partial dividends on preferred shares, the
amount of which 1s specified in the Bank's charter.

If, as a result of paying dividends, the Bank's financial situation will seriously
deteriorate, it 1s prohibited to pay dividends.

40. The bank declares the amount of dividends without taking into account the
taxes collected from them.

The Bank publishes information on the amount of dividends to be paid on the
official websites of the authorized state body for the regulation of the securities market and
of the Bank within the terms established by law.

41. The bank does not have the right to distribute profits by paying dividends to
shareholders, as well as rewarding members of the bank's supervisory board, management,
and employees in the following cases:

when the prudential regulations do not comply with the requirements set by the
Central Bank or when they are violated as a result of this distribution;

in case of insolvency (bankruptcy) or when symptoms of insolvency (bankruptcy)
appear as a result of this distribution;

When the shortcomings indicated in the mandatory instruction of the Central Bank,
including information disclosure, are not eliminated or there is no possibility to eliminate
them;

When there 1s a requirement of the Central Bank against the bank on non-
distribution of profits.

The bank must obtain the approval of the Central Bank for the distribution of
profits in the following cases:

when the total amount of payments specified in the first part of this paragraph
exceeds ten percent of the bank's equity capital;

when there 1s a loss in the current or previous quarter and (or) financial year.

VIIIL Rights of shareholders
42 Bank shareholders have the following rights:
Entry into the register of bank shareholders;



receiving a relevant statement from the depository account at the securities
depository and investment intermediary;

Receiving part of the bank's profit in the form of dividends;

In case of liquidation of the bank, to receive part of the property in accordance with
their share;

holders of ordinary shares participate in the management of the Bank by voting at
general meetings of shareholders;

Full on the results of the bank's financial and economic activity

and obtaining reliable information in the prescribed manner, excluding bank secret
information;

free disposal of received dividend,

to protect one's rights in the competent state body for the regulation of the securities
market, as well as in court;

to demand compensation for the damage caused to him in the prescribed manner;

join associations and other non-governmental non-commercial organizations in
order to represent and protect their interests;

msurance against risks associated with the possibility of losses, including the
possibility of lost profits, in the acquisition of securities.

Shareholders of the Bank may have other rights in accordance with the law and the
Charter of the Bank. The exercise of rights by a shareholder of the Bank must not violate
the rights and interests protected by law of other shareholders of the Bank.

Limiting the transfer of shares to another person does not deprive the shareholder,
that 1s, the owner of these shares, of the right to participate in the management of the
company and receive dividends in accordance with the procedure established by the Law
of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On the Protection of the Rights of Joint-Stock Companies
and Shareholders".

Shareholders who are the owners of voting shares have the right to receive them
preferentially in the placement of shares and emission securities, which are exchanged for
shares, and are placed by the method of open subscription, paid for in cash. A shareholder,
including a shareholder who voted against or did not participate in the general meeting of
shareholders, has the right to preferentially receive shares and emission securities
convertible into shares in proportion to the amount of such shares owned by him.

The Bank provides equal treatment to all shareholders, regardless of their share,
income level, gender, race, religion, nationality, language, social origin, personal and social
status.

A minority shareholder should not obstruct the activities of the Bank's management
bodies by unreasonably demandingdocuments and using confidential information and trade
secrets.

43. Shareholders who are owners of preferred shares of the bank do not have the
right to vote at the general meeting of shareholders, with the exception of the following
1ssues:

Bank reorganization and liquidation;

Amendments and additions to the bank's charter limiting the rights of shareholders
who are owners of preferred shares;

n other cases specified by law.

Shareholders who are the owners of preferred shares have the right to participate n
the general meeting of shareholders with the right to vote on all matters within their
competence, startingfrom the next annual general meeting of shareholders, when a decision



has not been made to pay dividends on preferred shares or a decision has been made not to
pay dividends in full.

IX. Corporate management in the Bank and management bodies of the Bank

44. The Bank complies with the provisions of the Code of Corporate Governance in
conducting its activities. The Bank develops its own corporate governance policy.

The corporate governance system includes transparent areas of responsibility,
effective procedures foridentifying, managing, monitoring and reportingrisks that the bank
1s exposed to or may be exposed to, procedures for assessing liquidity and capital adequacy
to compensate for operational risks, appropriate internal control mechanisms, including
accounting procedures, should have a well-defined organizational structure of corporate
governance thathelpsto manage risksrationally and effectively, and determines the policies
and methods of rewarding appropriate employees.

In order to monitor the management system in the Bank, an evaluation of the Bank's
corporate management system is organized by involvingan independent organization on a
competitive basis.

The general meeting of shareholders, the Bank Council and the Bank Management
are the management bodies of the Bank.

Officials of the Bank are obliged to carry out their duties on a professional basis,
conscientiously and rationally fulfill all obligations arising from legal documents, the
Bank's charter and the decisions of the management body.

45. General meeting of shareholders

45.1. The general meeting of shareholders is the highest management body of the
Bank.

The bank 1s obliged to hold a general meeting of shareholders (annual general
meeting of shareholders) every year. The annual general meeting of shareholders 1s held no
later than 6 (six) months after the end of the financial year, usually the next general meeting
of shareholders 1s held on the second Friday of May.

At the annual general meeting of shareholders, the election of the members of the
Bank Council and the Bank Audit Commission, the possibility of extending the term of the
contract concluded with the Chairman of the Bank Board and its members, its restructuring
or cancellation, as well as other i1ssues stipulated by the law are considered.

The date and order of the meeting, the procedure for notifying bank shareholders
aboutthe meeting, and the list of materials to be given to shareholders in preparation for the
general meeting of shareholders shall be determined by the Bank Council.

Shareholders (shareholders) owning at least one percent of all the voting shares of
the bank (shareholder) no later than March 5 after the end of the financial year of the bank,
no later than March 5th after the end of the financial year of the bank, the agenda of the
annual general meeting of shareholders, profit distribution and candidates for the Bank
Council and the Audit Commission in such a way that the amount does not exceed the
composition of this body (before the general meeting 1s convened with the possibility of
replacement) has the right to make an offer regarding the display. The Bank Council must
consider the received proposals and make a decision to include them in the agenda of the
general meeting of shareholders orrejecttheir inclusion in the agenda no 1 ater than ten days
after the end of the period specified in this clause.



The 1ssue to be put on the agenda of the general meeting shall be entered in writing,
indicating the reasons for its inclusion, the name of the shareholder (shareholders)
proposing the issue, the number and type of shares belonging to it.

When submitting a proposal to nominate candidates to the Bank Council and the
Audit Commission, including nominating one's own candidate, the name of the candidate,
the number and type of shares owned by the candidate if the candidate 1s a shareholder of
the Bank, as well as the name (name) of the shareholders nominating the candidate, the
number and type of shares belonging to them shall be indicated.

General meetings held other than the annual general meeting of shareholders are
considered extraordinary meetings.

An extraordinary general meeting of shareholders is held by the decision of the
Board, on its own 1nitiative, at the request of the Audit Commission, as well as at therequest
of the shareholder (shareholders) who own at least 5 (five) percent of the voting shares of
the Bank on the date of submission of the request.

The Central Bank has the right to call an extraordinary general meeting of
shareholders and set the agenda in case of non-fulfillment of the requirements of the board
to hold an extraordinary general meeting of shareholders, to consider issues determined by
the Central Bank, including the issue of increasingthe bank's capital to the amount that can
ensure the financial stability of the bank.

45 2. The powers of the general meeting of shareholders include:

1) Amendments and additions to the Bank's Charter or approval of the Bank's new
revised Charter;

2) Bank reorganization and/or renaming;

3) Liquidation of the bank, appointment of liquidator (liquidation commission) and
approval of interim and final liquidation balances;

4)determiningthe number of members of the Bank Council, electing their members and
prematurely terminating the powers of the members;

5) Increase or decrease the authorized capital of the bank;

6) Acquisition of the Bank's own shares;

7) Approval of the bank's organizational structure;

8) electing the members of the Bank's Audit Commission and terminating their powers
before the term, as well as approving the charter of the Audit Commission;

9) Approving the Bank's annual report, as well as the long-term development strategy
based on the main directions and goals of the Bank's activities;

10) Distribution of profits and losses of the bank;

11)tohearthereports of the Bank Council andthe conclusions of the Audit Commission
regarding the 1ssues within the scope of the Bank's Council and the Audit Commission,
including compliance with the requirements setforthin the legal documents on themanagement
of the Bank;

12) Approval of the regulations of the general meeting of shareholders and the
regulations on the procedure for action in the event of conflict of interests in the system of
"Uzsanoatqurilishbank" ADB;

13) Crushing and enlarging bank shares;

14) making decisions on concluding large transactions in the cases specified in legal
documents;

15) making decisions on entering into transactions with affiliated persons of the Bank
in the cases stipulated by the legal documents;

16) making a decision on non-application of the preferential right provided for in the
current legal documents;



17)to make a decisionon theannual analysis of business processes withthe involvement
of independent professional organizations-consultants;

18) Establish ameasure of responsibility againstthe Bank's officials for non-compliance
with the recommendations of the Corporate Governance Code or for non-disclosure of
information provided for in the Corporate Governance Code;

19) substantiating the amount of net profit proposed for distribution, assessing their
compliance with the Bank's dividend policy, as well as making decisions on directing a certain
part of net profit to the needs of the Bank's development if necessary:

20) setting the maximum amount of announced shares;

21) determiming the audit organization for conducting a mandatory audit, making a
decision on the maxmum fee to be paid for the services of this organization and concluding a
contract with it (cancellation of the contract);

22) solving other 1ssues in accordance with legislation and the Bank's charter.

Issues included in the scope of authority of the general meeting of shareholders cannot
be submitted for decision by the Bank's Management.

Issues included in the scope of authority of the general meeting of shareholders may not
be submitted for resolution by the Bank Council, except for the following issues:

Increasing the authorized capital of the Bank and reducing the number of 1ssued shares,
as well as introducing changes and additions to the Bank's charter related to increasing the
authorized capital and reducing the number of i1ssued shares;

setting the price of stock placement (issue of securities on the stock marketand on the
organized over-the-counter market);

Decision-making by the bank on the 1ssue of corporate bonds, including bonds that can
be exchanged for shares;

making a decision on issuing securities derivatives;

Making a decision to buy back corporate bonds of the bank;

Establishing the Bank's Management (executive body ), appointing the Chairman of the
Bank's Management, prematurely terminating his powers;

Determining the amounts of fees and compensations to be paid to the bank's
management body;

Approval of the annual plan of the bank;

Approval of short-term (annual ) and medium-term (up to 5 years) business plans based
on the long-term strategy approved by the general meeting of shareholders.

45 3. The general meeting of shareholders is authorized (has a quorum) if, by the
time the registration of participants in it is completed, shareholders (their representatives)
who have a total of more than 50 (fifty) percent of voting shares have registered.

45 4. Voting at the general meeting of shareholders is carried out according to the
principle "one voting share of the Bank - one vote", election of members of the Bank
Council 1s carried out by cumulative voting.

Decisions of the general meeting of shareholders are adopted by the majority (simple
majority) of shareholders participating in the meeting who are hol ders of voting shares.

Decisions on the following issues are adopted by the General Meeting of
Shareholders by a majority (qualified majority) of three -fourths of the shareholders holding
voting shares participating in the General Meeting:

Making changes and additions to the Bank's Charter or approving the new version
of the Bank's Charter;

Bank reorganization,

Liquidation of the bank, appointment of liquidator (liquidation commission) and
approval of interim and final liquidation balances;

setting the maximum amount of shares announced,;



To hear the reports of the Bank Council and the conclusions of the Audit
Commission regarding the issues within the scope of the Bank Council and the Audit
Commission, including compliance with the requirements established by the legislation on
Bank management;

making decisions on the conclusion of large transactions in the cases specified by
law;

making decisions on entering into agreements with affiliated persons in the cases
specified by law;

Clause 45 .2 of the Articles of Association refers to subsections "1)","2)","5)","6)",
"9)", "13)","14)", "16)" and "19)". the decision on the issues is taken only at the proposal
of the Bank Council.

Decisions taken at the general meeting of shareholders and results of voting shall be
brought to the attention of shareholders by the Bank through its network of branches within
30 (thirty) days from the date of adoption of these decisions.

45.5. The right to participate in the general meeting of shareholders will be granted
to the shareholders registered in the register of shareholders of the Bank formed 3 (three)
working days before the officially announced date of holding the general meeting of
shareholders.

The shareholder exercises the right to participate inthe General meeting in personor
through his representative. The shareholder's representative acts on the basis of a written
power of attorney. The power of attorney should contain information about the authorized
and represented person (name, surname, place of residence or location of the husband,
information about his passport). A power of attorney issued on behalf of an individual must
be notarized. A power of attorney on behalf of a legal entity must be certified by the
signature of its head and the seal of this legal entity.

Shareholders' representatives (delegates) from each region (province, district) can
participate in the general meeting of Bank Shareholders.

They are elected atthe meetings held in the branches of the Bank, in the places where
the shareholders - legal entities are located and where the shareholders - individuals live.

The shareholder has the right to change his representative at the General meeting at
any time, he informs the Bank Counting Commission about this at least ten days before the
meeting or participates in it personally.

45.6. The procedure for preparing for the holding of the general meeting of
shareholders, holding it and coveringrelated expenses, delivering the adopted decisions to
the shareholders 1s determined in accordance with the Regulation (Regulation) "On the
General Meeting of Bank Shareholders".

The notice of the holding of the general meeting of shareholders 1s published at least
twenty-one days before the date of the general meeting of shareholders, but no later than
thirty days before, on the unified portal of corporate information, on the official website of
the bank and in mass media, as well as sent to shareholders by e-mail.

45.7. To count votes, register shareholders to participate in the general meeting of
shareholders, as well as to distribute voting ballots, a Counting Commission is established
by the Bank Council, and the number of its members and personnel 1s approved by the
General Meeting of Shareholders.

The Counting Commission of the Bank performs its activities in accordance with the
current legislation, this Charter and the Regulation "On the Bank Counting Commission".

46. Bank Council



46.1. The number of members of the Bank Council will consist of 9 (nine) people.
Members of the Bank Council are elected for a period of three years by the decision of the
General Meeting of Shareholders with the participation of shareholders and/or their
representatives.

The majority of members of the supervisory board should not be persons related to
the bank, except for their membership in the supervisory board, these members may be re-
elected every three years. At least five members of the Supervisory Board are elected from
independent members.

In this case, the nomination and voting on the independent member of the Council
1s carried out by the representatives of the state and (or) business association. Prominent
scholars and experts in banking and other fields may be included as independent members.
The requirements for an independent member are defined in the regulation on the Bank
Council.

Persons elected to the Bank Council may be re-elected without limitation.

Members of the Bank Council include persons who have a corporate manager
qualification certificate issued by the Scientific and Educational Center of Corporate
Management (except for the cases stipulated by the law).

Committees may be formed from among the board members to consider the most
important issues and prepare recommendations to the Bank Board.

46.2. The duties of the Bank Council are as follows:

control of banking activities, includinglending and investment of funds, in order to
protect depositors and shareholders;

appointment and dismissal of bank managers;

ensuring even growth of bank capital;

formation of banking policy and strategy of banking activity;

ensuring compliance with the law;

To exercise their powers while protecting the interests of the Bank's shareholders,
to ensure the management of the Bank with potential;

hearing the report of the Bank's Management every quarter;

Monitoring of bank income;

Organization of the operation of the bank's internal audit service;

Monitoring the implementation of the adopted business plan for the development
of the bank;

Establishing an audit committee consisting only of members of the Bank Council;
The internal audit service of the bank 1s accountable to the audit committee 1n its activities.

46.3. The powers of the Bank Council include:

Determining the priority areas of the bank's activity, regularly listening to the report
of the Bank's management on the measures taken to achieve the bank's development
strategy .

Convening annual and extraordinary general meetings of shareholders;

Preparing the agenda of the general meeting of shareholders, setting the date, time
and place of its holding;

Setting the date of formation of the register of shareholders of the Bank to inform
about the holding of the general meeting of shareholders;

To introduce amendments and additions to the Bank's Charter or approval of the
new version of the Bank's Charter to be decided by the general meeting of shareholders;

organization of determining the market value of property;



Establishingthe Bank's Management Board, appointingthe Chairman and members
of the Management Board, terminating their powers before their term;

Ensuring the implementation of short-term (annual) and medium-term (up to 5
years) business plans based on the long-term strategy approved by the general meeting of
shareholders;

Organization of the Bank's internal audit service, appointment and dismissal of the
Chief Auditor, appointment of internal audit service employees based onthe Chief Auditor's
presentation, as well as quarterly hearing of the Chief Auditor's reports, discussion of other
1ssues of the Internal Audit Service considered by the Audit Committee;

Approval of the "Regulations on the Internal Audit Service", "Procedures and
Processes of Conducting Internal Audit" and "Chief Auditor Job Instruction" developed by
the Internal Audit Service;

Approving and amending the annual cost estimate of the Bank Audit Service,
reviewing and approving the annual plan of audits;

To freely use any documents related to the activities of the Bank Board and to
receive these documents from the Bank Board in order to fulfill the tasks assigned to the
Bank Board (the Bank Board and its members may use the received documents only for
Service purposes);

conducting an audit (with the exception of a mandatory audit), deciding on the
maximum amount of fees to be paid to the audit organization and its services, and
concluding a contract with it (cancellation of the contract);

Making recommendations on the amounts of fees and compensations paid to
members of the audit commission;

making recommendations regarding the amount of dividend, the form and
procedure of its payment;

Using the bank's reserve fund and other funds;

Establishment of branches and opening of representative offices of the bank;

Organization of subsidiary and subsidiary companies of the bank;

large transactions in cases provided for by law

and making decisions about entering into transactions with the Bank's affiliates;

conclusion of transactions related to the Bank's participation in commercial and
non-commercial organizations in accordance with the procedure established by law;

Making a decision to buy back corporate bonds of the bank;

Making decisions on increasing the authorized capital of the Bank and making
related amendments and additions to the Bank's Charter;

Making decisions on increasing the authorized capital of the Bank by placing
additional shares within the amount of announced shares and making related amendments
and additions to the Bank's charter;

setting the price of stock placement (issue of securities on the stock market and on
the organized over-the-counter market);

making a decision on issuing corporate bonds, including bonds that can be
exchanged for shares;

making a decision on the issuance of securities derivatives;

Making changes and additions to the bank's securities issue brochure, the decision
on the 1ssuance of securities, and these documents;

Determining the amounts of fees and compensations paid to the members of the
Bank's Management Board,;



determining the conditions and system of remuneration for the work of employees
and their incentives;

Approval of the Bank's credit, issue, personnel, investment, dividend policy,
corporate governance policy and other policies of the Bank and relevant internal regulatory
documents;

Reducing the number of issued shares of the Bank, as well as introducing changes
and additions to the Bank's charter related to reducing the number of issued shares;

In order to monitor the management system of the Bank once a year, to organize an
evaluation of the Bank's corporate management system by involving an independent
organization on a competitive basis;

approval of the Regulation on the Bank's Information Policy in order to ensure
openness of the Bank's activities for shareholders and investors;

Establishing the procedure and conditions for providing (receiving) sponsorship
(charity) or indiscriminate assistance by the bank and granting the right to make a decision
in this regard only at the general meeting of shareholders and within the framework
established by law, in such a way as to disclose information about it to all shareholders;

appointmentofa corporate advisor and approval of the statute defining the procedure
for his activity;

strategic goals, corporate governance policy, other internal policies of the bank,
including risk 1dentification, management, monitoring and reporting, approving the policy
of properly maintaining capital adequacy and controlling their implementation;

control over the formation of reserves against potential losses on assets based on the
classification of assets, as well as ensuring adequate maintenance of the bank's capital and
general reserves;

approval of plans to restore the bank's financial condition;

control over the bank's management;

control over the implementation of the accepted business plan of the bank, as well
as hear the report of the bank's management on the results of the bank's activities every
quarter;

organizing the activities of the bank's internal audit service, as well as evaluating
compliance with the bank's strategies and policies by the bank's management based on the
quarterly reports of the bank's internal audit service;

to study, discuss and debate the information, proposals and explanations provided by
the members of the bank's management;

to implement the effectiveness of the banking management system, including the
monitoring of the principles of bank management and their periodic assessment, and to take
appropriate measures to eliminate identified deficiencies;

submit a report to the general meeting of shareholders on the control and inspection
activities carried out at least once a year;

approval of annual financial statements and ensuring the integrity of the accounting
and financial reporting system;

ensuringcompliance with prudential requirements, taking into accountthe long-term
financial interests of the bank and capital requirements set by the Central Bank.

to resolve other issues included in the scope of the Bank Council's authority
according to the legislation and this Charter.

Issues falling under the authority of the Bank Council cannot be transferred to the
Bank Management for resolution.



46.4. The Chairman of the Bank Council 1s elected by the members of the Council
with a majority of votes in relation to the total number of members of the Council. The Bank
Council has the right to re-elect its Chairman by a majority vote of the total number of
Council members.

The Chairman of the Bank Council organizes its work, convenes its meetings and
presides over them, organizes the keeping of minutes at the meetings, presides over the
general meeting of shareholders. In the absence of the Chairman of the Bank Council, one
of the members of the Council (Deputy Chairman of the Bank Council) performs his duties.

46.5. The meeting of the Bank Council is convened by its Chairman on his own
mitiative, the Bank Council, the Audit Commission, the member of the Bank's
Management, the Ministry of Finance and the Central Bank of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
the head of the Bank's internal audit service, the Bank's external auditor, as well as
shareholders who own at least one percent of the total shares (shareholder ) 1s called upon
request.

Holders of ordinary shares of the Bank, not less than 1 percent, have the right to
demand the conveningof a meeting of the Bank Council and to submit a proposal regarding
its agenda.

A meeting of the Council 1s considered authorized (a quorum has been gathered)
when atleast 75 (seventy-five) percent of the elected members of the Council participate n
it. Decisions at the meeting of the Bank Council are made by the majority of those present
at the meeting. Each member of the Council shall have one vote when matters are resolved
at the meeting of the Bank Council.

Decisions to increase the authorized capital of the Bank by placing additional shares
and to make relevant amendments to the Bank's charter shall be adopted unanimously by
the Bank Council.

If the votes of the members of the Bank Council are equal, the vote of the Chairman
of the Bank Council shall be decisive in making a decision by the Council.

Decisions of the Bank Council can be adopted unanimously by all members of the
Bank Council by absentee voting (by poll).

The legal status of the Bank Council, working order (regulations), the procedure for
electing the Council members and the rights and duties of its members are determined in
the Regulation "On the Bank Council".

46.6. The position of Corporate Advisor of the Bank, who 1s accountable to the Board
of the Bank and supervises compliance with corporate legal documents, will be introduced.
The activities of the bank's corporate advisor are carried out based on the regulations
approved by the Bank Council.

47. Bank Management

47.1. The day-to-day activities of the Bank are managed by the Bank Board, which
1s a collegial executive body, and its work 1s led by the Chairman of the Board. The number
of members of the Bank's Management Board shall be an odd number of up to 9 (nine)
people.

The authority of the Bank's Management Board includes all matters related to the
management of the Bank's daily activities, except for matters included in the competence
of the General Meeting of Shareholders and the Bank Council.

Management 1s accountable to the General Meeting of Shareholders and the Bank
Council, and organizes the implementation of their decisions.

47.2. The Chairman of the Bank Management Board and other members of the
Management Board are appointed by the decision of the Bank Council in agreement with



the Central Bank of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The decision to appoint the Chairman of
the Bank's Management Board 1s usually made on the basis of a competition in which
foreign managers can also participate.

Competitions are held every year with the possibility of participation of candidates
of foreign managers for the membership of the board. The regulation of elections for board
members 1s approved by the Bank Council, and it describes the process of announcing the
election, the objective criteria of the election, and at the end of the election, highly qualified
foreign managers who are innovative and meet modern requirements.

The rights and obligations of the board members are determined in accordance with
the legislation, the Bank's Charter, the Regulation "On Bank Management" and the contract
concluded with each of them. A decision is made annually by the General Meeting of
Shareholders on the possibility of extending the term of the contract (renewing the contract
or terminating (cancelling) it).

The contract with the Chairman of the Board and members of the Board is
concluded for a period of 3 (three) years based on the decision of the general meeting of
shareholders. A person appointed (re-appointed) as the Chairman of the Board cannot be
the Chairman of the Board for more than two terms. The contract with the Chairman of the
Board 1s signed on behalf of the Bank by the Chairman of the Board or a person authorized
by the Board. The employment contract with the Deputy Chairman of the Board and the
members of the Board 1s signed by the Chairman of the Board on behalf of the Bank.

47.3. The Bank Council has the right to terminate (cancel) the contract concluded
with the members of the Bank Management if they violate the terms of the contract. The
Bank Council has the right to prematurely terminate (cancel) the contract concluded with
the members of the Management Board, if they grossly violate the Bank's charter or if the
Bank 1s damaged due to their actions (inaction).

47 .4. Bank Management:

Considers in advance all issues to be discussed at the general meeting of
shareholders or the Bank Council, prepares relevant documents and draft resolutions on
them;

Considers the results of the bank's activities, acceptance of deposits, placement of
assets, organization of lending, settlements, money circulation, cash service, organization
of foreign economic activity;

every quarter submits a report to the Bank Council on the implementation of
measures taken for the implementation of short-term (annual) and medium-term (up to 5
years) business plans developed on the basis of a long-term strategy;

develops and introduces new types of banking services;

solves the 1ssues of implementation of bank operations, accounting, reporting,
conclusion of interbank contracts;

regulates interest rates on asset and liability transactions;

determinesthe general conditions and procedures for issuing obligations, providing
settlement services, issuing credit, money and payment documents and documents;

Develops the Bank's credit, investment, dividend, issue and personnel policies, as
well as other written policies established by law and the Bank's Business Plan, and submits
them to the Bank Board for approval. Ensures the implementation and implementation of
the Bank's credit and other policies, Business Plan;

Providescreditin accordance with the Bank's internal credit policy and general terms
of credit transactions. Ensures compliance with the procedure for maintaining credit
documents.



directs the activities of the main Bank's structural divisions, branches and
representative offices;

Approves the statutes of the main Bank's structural units (departments, independent
departments and departments);

examines the reports of the Bank's constituent units and branch managers upon
completion of audits and audit documents and makes decisions on them,;

solves issues of selection, placement and training of employees, brings officials to
disciplinary responsibility;

Ensures the bank's compliance with current legislation;

Considers and resolves other issues assigned to it by the general meeting of
shareholders and the Bank Council;

Develops the long-term development strategy of the bank, short-term (annual) and
medium-term (up to 5 years) business plans and submits them to the Bank's Board and
General Meeting of Shareholders for approval,

takes measures to implement effective mechanisms of interaction with shareholders
and investors;

Bank Council, general meeting of shareholders, Bank Charter

and independently solves the issues within the authority of the Bank's Management
for the unconditional fulfillment of the tasks set by the development plan;

submits a report to the Bank Council on the activities of the enterprises included in
the bank 1n accordance with their approved business plan, on the performed works and the
achieved indicators;

implementation of strategic goals, corporate governance policy, other internal
policies of the bank, including risk identification, management, monitoring and risk
notification, capital adequacy policy;

ensure the appropriate and transparent organizational structure of the bank, including
the distribution of powers and responsibilities among bank employees within their powers;

control over the activities of bank employees;

execution of the adopted annual business plan of the bank, as well as periodic
submission of thereport on the work performed, measures applied tothe bank and sanctions
to the general meeting of the bank's shareholders and the supervisory board;

fulfillment of other obligations stipulated in the bank's charter and legislation on
banks and banking activities.

47.5. The Board has the full right (authority) to resolve issues when at least two-
thirds of the members of the Board participate in its meeting. The decision of the Bank
Board 1s adopted by majority vote. In case of equal votes, the vote of the Chairman of the
Board 1s decisive. A member of the Management Board who does not agree with the
adopted decision has the right to express his opinion to the Bank Council.

Management meetings are organized by the Chairman of the Management Board or
one of his deputies. Minutes are drawn up at the meeting and signed by the chairman of the
meeting and all members of the Bank's Management Board.

The report of the board meeting 1s presented to the members of the Bank Council
and the Audit Commission, to the auditor at their request.

47.6. The Chairman of the Bank Board directs the Bank's operational activities,
presides over the meeting of the Bank Board, participates in the work of the Bank Council
with an advisory vote.

The Chairman of the Board works on behalf of the Bank withouta power of attorney,
including in the interests of the Bank 1n all organizations in the territory of the republic and



outside it. On behalf of the Bank, he concludes contracts and issues power of attorneys,
approves staff, determines salaries, appoints and dismisses employees, including heads of
branches and representative offices, motivates and applies disciplinary measures to
exemplary employees, distributes tasks among his deputies, all employees of the Bank
perform issues mandatory orders and gives instructions.

The management of the bank must immediately notify the Central Bank in cases
where the bank is insolvent or there is a risk of not being able to satisfy the claims demanded
by the customers.

48. Powers of the bank's supervisory board and management may not be transferred
to third parties for execution, except for the cases stipulated in the Law "On Banks and
Banking Activities".

49. Candidates nominated for membership of the bank's supervisory board and
management, as well as important staff positions, will be approved by the Central Bank
before entering their positions. If it 1s not possible to agree on important employees in
advance for objective reasons, the bank will send a request for approval later.

X. Bank branches

50. The Bank may establish branches in the Republic of Uzbekistan by notifying the
Central Bank. Branches of the bank are established or closed in accordance with the
decision of the supervisory board of the bank and operate on the basis of the regulations on
the branch and the license issued to the bank.

The head of the branch is appointed by the authorized management body in
accordance with the bank's charter and operates based on the power of attorney issued in
the prescribed manner. The list of powers of the head of the branch should be specified in
the power of attorney.

The Bank has the right to establish banking service offices (BSO) in the Republic of
Uzbekistan in order to provide fast service to customers. A banking service office can be
named differently, using "minibank", "retail service center”, "banking service center" and
other words and phrases.

A bankingservice office 1s a structural division ofabank located outside the building
of abank or a bank branch and has a bank (branch) balance sheet and code that is unique to
the bank or its branch.

Bank services offices, as a rule, provide basic financial operations (banking
services), such as opening bank accounts, attracting funds to savings (deposits), making
payments and international money transfers, currency exchange, issuing consumer credit
and microloans.

Opening, registering and closing banking services offices at the Central Bank 1s
carried out in accordance with the Regulation on the Procedure and Conditions for
Permitting Banking Activities (list number: 3252, June 30, 2020).

The bank sends a notification of changes to the Central Bank f
